There are several table easels in the
studio for those who don't own one.

Highly Recommended:

_____Sheets of construction paper in various colors or white paper and some cheap colored markers
____ Digital camera

___Images of artwork that you admire, connect with, want to emulate, etc.

_____Art supplies that aren't necessarily related to the work(s) you brought. Sometimes a “hopeless”
work just needs to morph into a collage or mixed media work, a watercolor into a pastel, etc. If you
have things you have been hoarding because you want to do something with them, bring them!
